Pairs    restricted to leads last bowls and skips last 2 bowls 
Fours   the lead after the second player in their team has delivered their  
   2nd bowl 
   the seconds after delivery of their 2nd bowl 
   the thirds after delivery of their 2nd  bowl 
   the skips after delivery of each of their bowls 
   (In exceptional and limited circumstances a Skip can ask that a player 
   walks up to the head earlier) 
 
 
General Conditions:  All games, unless specifically stated, are to be played in accordance 

   with Laws of the Sport of Bowls and Bowls NZ domestic Regulations. 
 
   The Managers or Representatives of the side toss a coin before  
   commencement of play for all games in each round. 
 
   Smoking is not permitted on/near the green during the event. 
    Host club’s smoking policy to be adhered to.
